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This hospital and  mental health clinic specialize in the psychiatric care of chronically mentally ill adults.  A wide range of psychiatric disorders, including substance abuse, is seen in these facilities.  Clinical problems seen most often include mood disorders, psychotic illnesses, personality disorders, and substance abuse problems.

Description of Setting/Treatment Program:

All training activities on this rotation occur on the campus of one of the two facilities listed above.  Griffin Memorial Hospital is a state-supported inpatient facility and COMHC is a state-supported outpatient clinic.  The clinical activities in which students may be involved include psychiatric diagnosis; pharmacological treatment of psychiatric cases; management of psychiatric in-patients; group and milieu therapy; crisis intervention; and coordination of treatment team interventions.  Students will become familiar with Emergency Orders of Detention and Court Commitments.
Educational/instructional Formats and Methods:

Training of medical students and psychiatric residents is an integral part of the mission of this institution.  Students will participate in many of the same training experiences in which residents are active.  These may include formal seminars, lectures, and other structured didactic activities.  Students will also have the opportunity to interact with psychiatric patients while observing or conducting the clinical activities described above.  Informal discussion with residents and clinical faculty, as well as scholarly inquiry utilizing the library facilities of the Hospital are encouraged.  Students may work on daily activities in close association or under the direct supervision of one of the psychiatric residents.

Housing and Meals:
Students must arrange for their own housing.  Lunch is available in the hospital cafeteria and is “financially friendly”.
