Patient Population(s):


The patients are adults:

· ages 18 – 55 with acute mental illness, and

· age 55+ with age-related psychiatric symptoms.

Description of Setting/Treatment Program:

Patients are seen on either (1) an acute adult in-patient unit, (2) an in-patient geriatric unit, (3) a day-treatment facility, or (4) medical/surgical in-patient units.  Treatment services that are offered in these settings include medical psychiatric diagnosis; pharmacological treatment of psychiatric cases; management of psychiatric in-patients; and consultation services to the medical units.

Educational/instructional Formats and Methods:

Students are encouraged to initiate diagnostic and management interaction with the patients followed by participation in follow-up care offered by the attending psychiatrist.  Students generate reports of the initial evaluation as well as treatment progress notes with immediate feedback from the clinical faculty.  Students participate in scheduled structured discussions with the faculty regarding major psychiatric diagnosis and treatment modalities.  These are supplemented by informal discussions with attending faculty about clinical problems as they arise.  Interaction with consultants (e.g., internists and psychologists) as well as the core treatment team (e.g., nurses and social workers) is emphasized.

Housing and Meals:
Students are expected to provide their own housing and to provide their own meals.
