Patient Population(s):


The patients are adults (18-55) and older adults (55+) with identified psychiatric problems.  These patients are seen in both in-patient and out-patient settings..

Description of Setting/Treatment Program:

Psychiatric and medical diagnosis in an in-patient setting; pharmacological treatment of psychiatric cases; management of psychiatric in-patients; and group therapy is available.  Consultation with non-medical mental health disciplines (e.g., social work, psychology) is available upon request.  Exposure to treatment services to individuals with eating disorders is available upon request.
Educational/instructional Formats and Methods:

Students participate in discussions with the clinical faculty regarding psychiatric diagnosis, medications, and treatment management issues.  In addition, students’ patient care activities often stimulate focused discussions about psychiatric/medical diagnosis and treatment.
