Patient Population(s):


The patients in the inpatient unit are adults of all ages (including geriatric) with many types of psychiatric conditions including those with chronic mentally illness and individuals with severe depression and anxiety.  His outpatient practice includes individuals of all ages with children and adolescents comprising 60% to 70% of the practice.  His adult patients are diagnosed mostly with anxiety and depression; the remainder have a wide variety of psychiatric disorders.

Description of Setting/Treatment Program:

Psychiatric and medical management is offered to patients in inpatient and outpatient settings.  Consultation-liaison psychiatric services are offered on the medical/surgical units of Muskogee Regional Medical Center.

Educational/instructional Formats and Methods:

Students participate in medical psychiatric assessment of patients’ presenting problems.  Students are expected to develop and propose treatment and management plans.  Students participate in regularly scheduled didactic experiences in addition to informal discussion of a patient’s on-going care as needed.

Housing and Meals:
Students are expected to provide their own housing.  Students may be eligible for the employee discount in the hospital cafeteria.  There are no on-call duties. Muskogee Regional Medical Center is located approximately 40 to 45 minutes from Tulsa; students should be able to commute without any difficulty.
