Patient Population(s):


The patients are veterans with identified psychiatric problems.  The population is predominantly male, although an increasing number of female veterans is also treated.  
Description of Setting/Treatment Program:

Students participate in outpatient diagnostic and treatment services four days a week, and in in-patient services one day a week.  Diagnostic activities focus on interview methods for identifying psychiatric disorders.  Treatment focuses on medical management, and on coordination of psychotherapy, social work services, and case management with treatment team members from other mental health disciplines.  
Educational/instructional Formats and Methods:

Students participate in frequent discussions with the clinical faculty about selected topics.  In addition, students’ patient care activities often stimulate focused discussions about psychiatric/medical diagnosis and treatment.  Students may attend periodic presentations to the treatment team about selected topics relating to psychiatric care of this population.  Several group interactions occur at the clinics (Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder, Substance-abuse relapse prevention, smoking cessation, depression/anxiety management, etc.)

Housing and Meals:
Students are expected to provide their own housing, due to the short distance from Tulsa.  Students are expected to provide their own lunch when in Tulsa; low-cost meals are available to students in the VAMC-Muskogee hospital cafeteria.
