Patient Population(s):


This practice specializes in the psychiatric care of children and adolescents.  Adults, including geriatric patients, are seen on occasion.  Although the majority of these patients exhibit mood disorders, attention deficit problems, and conduct disorders, a wide range of child and adolescent disorders are likely to be seen over the month-long clerkship experience.

Description of Setting/Treatment Program:

The clinical activities in which students may be involved include psychiatric diagnosis of children and adolescents; pharmacological treatment of psychiatric cases; short-term psychotherapy; and patient and family education. 

Educational/instructional Formats and Methods:

Students participate in frequent informal discussions with clinical faculty regarding psychiatric diagnosis, medications, and treatment management issues.  Students should be prepared for a fast-paced clinical experience due to the number of patients to be seen in this large practice.  Instruction (including orientation) on this rotation is typically brief, compact, and intense.  Students are encouraged to ask questions of the faculty and team members and to take the initiative in their learning efforts, rather than expecting to be given structure and instructions to guide the training experience.
