IFMSA is the premier organization worldwide for medical students interested in international health issues.  Its mission is to empower future physicians with a sense of social responsibility locally and globally.  

As the national chapter representing the States, IFMSA-USA promotes international health awareness among U.S. medical students through education, exchange, and activism while fostering a spirit of international cooperation among medical students worldwide.

Our local IFMSA chapter at OSUCOM (simply known as the International Medicine Club) supports the efforts of IFMSA-USA, and we participate in a clinical elective overseas exchange through IFMSA’s Standing Committee on Professional Exchange (SCOPE).  

There are dozens and dozens of countries to choose from in the federation where you can do a 1-month exchange during the summer after your first year or during the 3rd/4th years. Everywhere from Austria and Azerbaijan to Venezuela and New Zealand is open to OSUCOM IFMSA members, and in the vast majority of countries there is no special language requirement since English is now so widespread (though it’s certainly a benefit to speak the local language, and a requirement if you want to do a psychiatry elective).

The cost is minimal (averages $200-300 for the month, covering your housing, food, programming fees, and usually some social/tourist outings in addition to your $30 IFMSA-USA membership fee).

To have the best chance at getting the country/department you want, please apply at least 4 months before your desired time (we can work with you on less notice than that, but it may be difficult to arrange for your top choice).
