Expectations

Each student will write a 6 to10 page double spaced report of their experience and findings including, and not limited to, the following topics:

· List and describe the local community resources, e.g. home health, hospice etc., that you learned of while you were working with patients.  Are needed services available to support patient care outside of the clinic setting?  What, if any, patient needs were unmet?

· Participate in a community activity such as a health fair, fund raising for health related issues, free clinic, health department activity, etc.  Include a description of that activity in your report.

· Participate in two (at least two hours each) interdisciplinary shadowing experiences.  You may shadow a pharmacist, hospital administrator, nurse, physical therapist, home health nurse, social worker, etc.  Please do not shadow another physician.
· Discuss the availability of mental health services in the community?  What are the issues and what are the concerns?

· Has this experience influenced your decision to practice in a rural setting?  Describe your perceptions prior to this rotation, your experiences that influenced you, and make a statement of where you are now in that decision making process.

· In a separate section, write about your experience in a narrative format suitable for publication in the state AHEC newsletter

· Attach copy of your thank you letter to preceptor and hospital administrator if applicable.

· Visit local newspaper for article and photo.
