Mobile Telemedicine Clinic Experience Information and Instructions
MTC Day Information
The Mobile Telemedicine Clinic (MTC), provides specialty healthcare services, not available locally, to rural communities throughout eastern Oklahoma.  Telemedicine utilizes secure internet connections, video conferencing, and other digital equipment to provide the patient and practitioner with the necessities for a medical exam.  Even though the practitioner cannot lay hands on the patients, Osteopathic Medical Students and other clinic staff on board the MTC, assist in the exam.  The Mobile Telemedicine Clinic also remains ready to assist in disaster operations should it become necessary.  

As one of the Community Clinic required assignments, students will accompany the MTC on one of its scheduled trips.  The MTC Day is intended to give the student a better appreciation of how technology can assist in health care.  During the Community Clinic Orientation, you will be provided with a calendar of scheduled trips, with destinations, departure times, and type of clinic.  Trisha Goins, MTC Coordinator, will join the Orientation by videoconference to answer questions. Sherry will assist you in selecting the date. Current phone numbers must be on file. 
Student Instructions
This assignment introduces OMSIII’s to telemedicine and provides a hands-on environment for learning.  The student will serve, assisted by the Telemedicine staff, as an extension of the Attending Physician   The student will not be able to examine or interview the patient prior to the exam but will compete tasks such as holding cameras (skin, otoscopes, etc.), auscultation of heart/lung sounds, and palpation of body areas (lymph nodes, abdomens, etc.).  
The day spent on board the Mobile Telemedicine Clinic will be a relaxed and low pressure experience; however, there are some things to remember.

· Arrive on time (time and location will be given to you on the day of orientation for your chosen day) 
· Come properly dressed in either business casual attire or scrubs.  White coats and identification are required.
· Bring your stethoscope, reflex hammer, and any other tools you would take to the clinic.
· Have a positive attitude towards experiencing new aspects of medical care. Although these systems are regularly used, upgraded, and well maintained there are still occasional problems encountered.  Any problems and solutions are a part of the experience.
· Ask questions, you are on the MTC to learn about the equipment and how it is used.
· Bring your laptops, Flash Drives, something to read or work on.  This assignment, depending on the location, includes travel time which may be used as study time. Computer access is available and in many cases you may have an opportunity to work on your other assignments when there are no patients.

· This assignment counts 10% of your grade.  

· Complete the required MTC Evaluation. 

· Answer the required MTC questions (on back of evaluation) as soon as possible after your MTC Day.
