	Orientation
	After attending Group Orientation at the Phoenix Building in Tulsa, students will then travel to Poteau where they will meet with the Area Health Education Center’s Clinical Coordinator, Jennifer Billingsley. Jennifer will take students on a tour of the hospital.  During the hospital tour, students will visit the hospital’s human resources department to obtain badges, and turn in required documents (HIPAA Training Certificate, Immunization Records, Proof of Personal Health Insurance, Background Check, and Letter of Good Standing from the Clinical Education Office).  The tour will also take students by the Administration office to obtain keys to the house.

	A home is provided for students within walking distance of the hospital.  The 4 bedroom, 2 bath home is shared with other medical students.  Students are given a daily meal allowance of $5 at the hospital cafeteria.
