RURAL CLINIC CASE PRESENTATION EVALUATION INSTRUCTIONS
  Content


· Selected Appropriate Patient Case: Must be a patient you have personally seen during the Rural Clinic Rotation, not just a file you pulled.  Should be an interesting case that allows you to use a variety of community resources to address non-medical problems, special needs, or barriers to care.


· Included Adequate Information: Be specific and complete. Should be about 15 minutes long, try not to go over 20 minutes.  Practice to see how long it takes. 
· Followed Protocol of Care Format (SOAP), be HIPAA compliant, 
· Identified All Possible Problems: drug/alcohol/tobacco abuse, hearing/speech/mobility/mental disabilities, age/medication/weight concerns 
· Identified All Special Needs:  insurance/financial/unemployment issues, social support situation counseling/education/transportation needs, death/divorce/other emotional triggers


· Identified All Barriers to Care: high medical expense, poverty, education level, age, compliancy, physical/ mental status


· Provided Adequate Resources; Home Health Care, DHS, SSI, Pharmacy Program, Medicare/Medicaid, Local church, food bank, Free Clinic, Hospice
· Provided Patient Education Opportunities: Informational Brochures, Websites, Support Groups


· Identify how things relate to Rural Medical Care:  transfer, transportation, family, specialty care, work, childcare, expense
· Discuss multiple determinants of health and disease, the impact on the patient and development of the treatment plan.
Resources/References

· References Used: Be sure references are appropriate.  Should use at least 3. One should be evidence based.  Include in presentation only in a brief format, inserted as appropriate.  Examples: Based on ______common symptoms associated with _____ are… or problems cited by _____when using XYZ drug on patients over age of ____ or under age of ____ are….


· Identified Sources of References: List at the end on a separate slide titled references.  Be complete; include pages, dates, etc. in an accepted format.


· Description of Resources Used: Give a little information about your resources, not just the name.  Example: the XYZ Hospice Center located at _____ has been providing the listed services to the ____ area since ___.
· Included Resource Contact Information:  Give credit to your contacts: Websites, AHEC, Preceptor, etc. or list contact information for anyone wanting to contact the resource.  Example:  The Angel Food Program is a national program and you can go online for more information and a list of distribution sites near you.  
· Included Oklahoma Rural Statistics: refer to the information from the lecture as it applies to your case. 
Design  and Presentation  


· Text/type/size/wording: use adequate size text (no smaller than 14) and limited fonts (no more than 3), be concise and to the point.
· Formatting (headings/bullets/background): Use bullets to keep information uncluttered, no more than 5-6 on a slide.  Background should add to not distract, avoid bright colors or combinations that dominate the screen.  
· Color/Images/Animations:  Be creative but don’t overdo, appropriately use color and sound only if it adds to the topic, be consistent and use a background that is easy on the eyes (No reds or neon orange) 


· Title: Clearly identify your topic as the title.  Include your name, rotation, and site, but that is not your topic.  If you want to use a picture of your site – this is the place to do that.


· Introduction:  Introduce yourself and your topic.
· Appearance/Presentation: sit up straight, wear your white coat, do not chew gum, have your drink out of view while you present, talk about the case, do not just read your slides.


· Voice/ Pace/ Eye Contact:  speak clearly, not fast or slow and look at the camera, if the slides are on the view then look around at the audience (your peers)


· Allow time to ask for questions.  Be prepared to answer.


· Use of controls (zoom, center, sound, view):  Be in charge, if you are having difficulty state that you are have problems.  Start with you for introductions then switch to your slides.
· Summarize:  Signal your ending, ask for questions.  If you do not know the answer, have a response.
