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A November Grand Opening is expected for the new Forensic Sciences and Biomedical Research Facility at the OSU Center for Health Sciences.  Forensic Sciences space will increase fivefold, to 25,0000 square feet of classrooms, laboratories, and offices with this move.  The Tulsa Police Department opened its Crime Laboratory in the same building in March 2010.

Internships have taken students to the Department of Justice in Washington, DC; to the Oklahoma State Bureau of Investigation in Edmond, OK; and to the TPD Crime Lab in 2010.  Internships provide hands-on experience while connecting them to professionals  and job opportunities.        
 
FEPAC Accreditation:  OSU Forensic Sciences has the distinction of being  accredited by FEPAC, the Forensic Science Education Programs Accreditation Commission of the American Academy of Forensic Sciences.  The program was reviewed in 2008 and will receive its next review in 2011 to assure continued high standards for curriculum, faculty, and students.  
A small tuition increase for  non-residents only keeps costs down for 2010-2011.   See the next panel for details.

Online SANE Training  is available for registered nurses wanting to become Sexual Assault Nurse Examiners.   This self-paced online course takes up to 21 weeks to complete.  A clinical session may be completed at the OSU Center for Health Sciences campus, or the student may arrange a clinical session with an approved nurse closer to home.  

The course is taught by Kathy Bell, SANE Director for the Tulsa Police Department and an approved Continuing Education Provider through the California Board of Nursing. The Master of Science (MS) research program requires a college background supporting the forensic specialty.  For  example, a good foundation for the forensic biology/DNA track is a major in biology, molecular biology, or biochemistry.  These same majors or microbiology would support forensic pathology.  In forensic psychology, a major in psychology or sociology is needed, and biochemistry or chemistry would be good majors for forensic toxicology.  Employment  in the pathology and psychology  areas usually requires other advanced degrees and/or related experience.   

The MS option in Forensic Science Administration calls for professional experience in the forensic sciences.  This option prepares practitioners for leadership positions while developing skills and knowledge for improved job performance.  All classes in this program are offered online. 

Options in Forensic Document Examination include the MS degree and the Graduate Certificate in Forensic Document Examination.  The four courses (12 credits) in the Certificate program apply to the MS option in Forensic Document Examination.  Applicants must have a college degree, related training/experience, and clearance to pursue the certificate.  Both programs are entirely online.

The OSU Forensic Sciences graduate program prepares individuals to serve as criminalists, research technicians, DNA analysts, law enforcement officers, quality managers, educators, and forensic document examiners.  

Our graduates hold positions in a variety of venues across the country.  Their employers include the Oklahoma State Bureau of Investigation, the Texas Rangers, the Orange County (CA) Sheriff’s Department, the US Department of the Treasury, the Centers for Disease Control, and the US Armed Services.  Alumni also hold positions in various municipal and state police departments, medical centers, commercial laboratories, and colleges and universities.   

Financial Aid/Housing  

Research students may contact the Program Director to inquire about assistance from research grants awarded to the department or faculty for research.  If funds are available, students interested in agricultural biosecurity may apply for a stipend, to be awarded on a competitive basis.
Non-thesis students residing in the Academic Common Market states may apply for waivers of non-resident tuition.
This waiver extends only to options in Forensic Science Administration and Document Examination.  
Certificate students employed by government agencies within the US qualify for tuition waivers ($55 per credit hour for Oklahoma residents, $250 for non-residents).
