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NeAHEC Releases MASH Camp Applications 
	Tulsa Community College’s Northeast Area Health Education Center (NeAHEC) released MASH (Math and Science in Health Careers) Camp applications for the summer of 2011.  Two MASH Camps will be held at Booker T. Washington High School June 13-17 and June 20-24.  Applications are accepted beginning March 15 and the deadline for application submissions is May 2.  Participants will be notified of their acceptance status by May 16.  All applications are accepted for review regardless of race, color, national origin, religion, gender, or disability.
	This is the second year for MASH Camp, which is a Summer Academy, sponsored by the Oklahoma State Board of Regents.   MASH Camp focuses on advancing students in math and science, while learning about how health careers relate to the two subjects.
	“We are pleased the Board of Regents has again funded this opportunity for high school students who are interested in exploring health careers,” said Pat Turner, Director of the NeAHEC.  “Last year our two MASH Camps were overwhelmingly successful.  The students loved the hands-on activities and we are using last year’s feedback to make the 2011 camps even better.”
	MASH Camp is a five day camp for students entering grades 10-12 for the 2011-2012 academic year.   The camp is free to students selected to attend.  Each MASH Camp attendee receives $150 stipend for the successful completion of the camp, along with other giveaway items.  Students will participate in activities such as:  making fake blood; learning Universal Precautions, including safety, hand washing, first aid, and wound dressing, and hearing from an EMT; learning anatomy and hearing from a Physical or Occupational Therapist; learning how to use a spirometer and hearing a respiratory therapist speak about his/her career, and much more.  
	“These students have a head start on knowing what careers are available to them, and what types of math and science activities these careers utilize,” said Turner.
Additionally, students will tour the Southeast TCC campus, speak with a financial aid counselor and a career counselor.  Students will spend time with Dr. Diana Spencer, Biotechnology Instructor/Coordinator at TCC, who completed DNA extraction, making cheese, and DNA spooling, among other activities with the students.
	“These activities allow students the opportunity to understand how math and science are vital to the health careers they explore,” said Turner.
